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Welcome to ARTROOMS2015
In 2015, London will be welcoming an innovative concept of art exhibition that offers independent artists the opportunity to exhibit their artworks in the intimate dimension of 76 luxury hotel rooms. In January, art buyers will have one more reason to show up in London, as two important events will dress the capital with contemporary art during the same week. One of these is the established London Art fair, one of the UK’s leading exhibitions of the sector. The other event is ARTROOMS2015 set for the 23rd – 26th of January, a new fair that will convert the entire first floor of the Level at Meliá White House Hotel into an exhibition space. According to its organisers – Le Dame Art Gallery, Triumph UK and GEM Creative – the new art fair has been conceived around the importance of the visitor’s experience. To assure an impeccable first edition, the artworks on show are being selected by a Committee. Among its members there are Roberta Cremoncini, Director at the Estorick Collection, Greta Scacchi, Ian Rosenfeld, Curator at Rosenfeld Porcini Gallery and Arturo Galansino, Exhibition Curator at the Royal Academy of Arts. 
Among confirmed artists is UK based visual artist Charlotte Esposito (images above). Esposito has been emerging on to the UK art scene since 2010 after a battle with infertility and women’s health issues prompted her to put her fine art career at the forefront of her life. Esposito paints, sculpts and manipulates the surface of her canvasses using not only brushes but screws, credit cards and other useful implements.   Often using her design based past to create a compelling narrative Esposito conveys a particular time or emotion through her art.  Her work is wide ranging and touches upon themes such as love and human connection, identity, femininity, the natural world, health, politics and spirituality.  She has a major body of work that links to her own experiences of infertility and her material led abstract works skim across the boundaries of art, design, textiles and sculpture.   

In September 2012 Esposito was taken on by renowned West London gallery Debut Contemporary. Her work has featured in 'The Grove Resident' Magazine, London, and she was also selected by 'Stylist' Magazine to take part in their 'Women in Making' competition in association with 'Triumph UK'. In 2012 ‘Infertility Network UK’ published an article about her life and art. She has sold woks in to major private collections and her latest exhibitions include solo showcase's at the 'Kleinwort Benson' HQ's and the 'Saatchi and Saatchi' private pub in London. Esposito has most recently exhibited with Trevisan International Art at the Galleria di Marchi, Bologna, Italy. 
ARTROOMS 2015 will also host a few independent galleries, such as Amstel Art with a selection of artworks by Warhol, Lodola and Willow, Accorsi Arte; Reissue Korea and The Cult House. “We trust that galleries exhibiting at the London Art Fair will also be interested in discovering “our” talented artists” says Cristina Cellini Antonini, Founder of ARTROOMS 2015 and Co-director together with Chiara Canal at Le Dame Art Gallery. The fair will represent as well a great opportunity to raise funds for the Charity Partner Bow Arts Trust, during the Gala Dinner there will be an auction with pieces of art being donated by exhibiting artists.
